Ginoza Village is located at
the center (belly button) of the
main island of Okinawa. With the
Pacific Ocean to the south and
the mountainous areas of
Kochiya, Garaman and Kanna to
the north, as well as five dams,
Ginoza is brimming with nature.
What's more, Ginoza is a
convenient 50-minute drive from
Naha Airport on the Okinawa
Expressway from Naha Airport.

On April 1, 1946, Ginoza,
part of what was then known as
Kin village (present-day Kin
town) was separated and the
village of Ginoza was born. This
year marks the 67th anniversary
of the founding of Ginoza. Over
the course of time, Ginoza has
overcome the perils of the
postwar and recovery eras.

In the interim, we were able
to build the Ginoza of today
based around the agricultural,
forestry and fishery industries,
which allowed for improvements
in the quality of life, education
and culture, as well as of our
welfare infrastructures.

Globalization, information
technology, declining birthrates
and an aging population have
become the reality of our
modern age. In light of those
changes, the Ginoza village
government is moving forward
with the times and is aiming to
brand Ginoza as “The Village of
Water, Greenery and the Sun”
with the idea of creating “a
village filled with children’s
gleaming eyes and citizens’
smiles”.
